Press Release : Museum works in partnership to provide school sessions

The Museum of Scottish Lighthouses is working with a number of partners to deliver sessions to schools. 

On 31st January the Museum worked with the Whale and Dolphin Conservation Society as part of their schools week. St Fergus Primary School visited and took part in a Shorewatch to look out for whales and dolphins. They also learnt all about lighthouses, and had a go at building one in the middle of a room. 

The Whale and Dolphin Society run a Shorewatch at The Museum of Scottish Lighthouses. This is a programme where volunteers watch for whales and dolphins at specific locations around the Scottish coastline. The data they collect is used to research the movement of whales and dolphins around the coastline. 

“The Museum is a great place to watch from” said Alison Lomax, Education Officer for WDCS “there are great views from the shore and the cafe”. 

The Museum of Scottish Lighthouses is keen to encourage schools to visit and take advantage of a new Lighthouse session. Tested at Techfest, the active learning session covers materials, numeracy, science, light, and design all in one lighthouse story. The session can be booked as part of a normal visit and is suitable for all primary ages. The Museum is also happy to work in partnership with as many different organisations to give schools the change to customise their visit to Kinnaird Head. 

“We know that schools have less time and money these days, so we want to offer the opportunity to do two things in one trip” said Director Virginia Mayes-Wright. 

On the 14th, 15th and 18th March, The Museum of Scottish Lighthouses will be running school sessions with Aberdeenshire Council’s Ranger Service and the Buchan Countryside Group. As part of National Science & Engineering Week, schools can come and learn all about communication. 

“Both animals and lighthouses use non-verbal forms of communication” explained Director Virginia Mayes-Wright. “Communication is the theme of this year’s National Science & Engineering Week, and these sessions show how a theme can cut across traditional topics”.
