Press Release : Winners Announced for Future Lighthouse Competition 

The winners have been announced for ‘Your Lighthouse for the Future’ a competition run by The Museum of Scottish Lighthouses.  

The competition to design ‘Your Lighthouse for the Future’ ran at The Museum of Scottish Lighthouses throughout October. As part of the Big Draw, a scheme to encourage people to draw, visitors were asked to imagine a futuristic lighthouse. The lighthouse designs reflected  people’s ideas of what the future might look like. One idea included a lighthouse in a tree, suggesting a future using more sustainable materials. 

Of all the entrants, two winners were selected. One winner Christopher Littlejohn designed a lighthouse called a ‘Light Adaption House or LAH’ and noted “The future is unknown but we will be ready”. The design is shaped like two octagons, one of which is a building and the other a landing pad for a helicopter or other transport craft. The structure is sold and bolted to the land or sea bed with strong pillars which also provide access. The building is also fully recyclable, if it is no longer needed as a lighthouse, it can be converted into an “emergency facility” or even a “Millionaire’s House”. 

The second winner does not presume that the future will involve land. His design involves a built in thrusters to power the lighthouse into space, as well as a “space dock”. While this is a more traditionally shaped lighthouse, it provides considerably more living space than the LAH and also includes a “control deck” as well as a “gym”.   

“Both designs are fantastic,” said Museum Director Virginia Mayes-Wright. “It shows that there are very different ideas of the future and proves that design stems from imagination”. 

This year’s Big Draw theme was Make Your Mark on the Future and the idea for the Museum’s competition came directly from the Stevenson Family who certainly made their mark on the Scottish landscape. The Stevensons also invented devices for other areas of science to help their lighthouse building. Most people do not realise that the Stevenson screen, used for weather measurements, was invented by Alan Stevenson builder of Skerryvore Lighthouse. And the intrepid lighthouse builders even tried to invent something to withstand earthquakes. Working with the Japanese to built their lighthouses, the Stevensons were told about the damage done by earthquakes. Having never experienced an earthquake, they sat in Edinburgh and imagined what it might be like and designed a device to buffer their precious lighthouse lenses.
