Press Release : Painting the Walls

Artists are brightening up the walls of the café at The Museum of Scottish Lighthouses this spring. 

Regular visitors to the café at The Museum of Scottish Lighthouses ask why the walls obscure most of the stunning view from Kinnaird Head. Instead of knocking down the walls, the Museum has decided to bring the view indoors. 

“Using photos and views of the area and a little imagination, a sunny day in Fraserburgh is being brought to life on the café walls by the artists. It already looks stunning.” Said Director Virginia Mayes-Wright.  

Artist Louise Hewitt and a team from her art class have reproduced the view outside on the curved walls inside the café. Sketches were drawn on to the walls representing Broadsea and Troup Head on one side and the Lighthouse, fog horn and net drying area on the other. And with a little artistic licence the Wine Tower has also been included into the image. 

This work is part of a grant received from East Grampian Coastal Partnership to provide more information for the Museum’s visitors about its environment. A Shorewatch session has been run at the Museum by the Whale and Dolphin Conservation Society and folders of information on the Birds, Boats and Beasts visible from Kinnaird Head will be introduced soon. 
“Lighthouses do not exist in isolation.” Virginia said, “Lighthouse Keepers would have kept an eye on their environment, some of them were dedicated bird watchers.  We know our visitors will want to find out more about the environment around the Museum; especially over a cup of tea”.
